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XtremeCourt Sports athletic flooring is designed for minimum maintenance.
XtremeCourt Sports floors should be kept as clean as possible. The grit from being dirty will cause abrasion to the flooring surface. The flooring is designed to be chemically resistant and will resist damage from a variety of normal chemicals. The flooring is UV and AO stable, and easy to clean. 

Initial Maintenance Procedure: 
Allow 48 hours for game line paint to cure prior to proceeding! 
1. The floor should be swept and or vacuumed removing all the surface dirt. This can be done using an industrial tank vacuum with a good brush tool, or a good multi fibered push broom, or a good clean pretreated dustmop. 

2. If necessary remove any gum or sticky substances with a soft plastic scraper such as the T-Bone scraper. 
3. Scrub the floor using a deck type scrub brush or scrubbing machine with a med. plastic scrub brush or a red scrubbing pad, and XtremeCourt Sports Renovator Cleaner properly diluted (4 oz. / Gal Water). This can be done using an auto scrubber on large floors. 

4. Rinse mop the floor using clean water. This can be done using a mop and bucket or auto scrubber for larger floors. 

5. Allow the floor to dry at least 1 hour before proceeding. 

6. Apply 4 to 6 coats of XtremeCourt Sports Simplicity (Do Not Dilute) to the floor. Apply thin coats with a wet mop or a coating applicator not allowing the Simplicity to puddle on the floor. Allow the product to dry between coats. Dry time between coats will be approximately 60 minutes. Do not allow play on the floor for 12 hours allowing the product to cure properly. 

Weekly Maintenance: 
1. The floors should be swept and or vacuumed removing all the surface dirt. This can be done using an industrial tank vacuum with a good brush tool, or a good multi fibered push broom, or a good clean pretreated dustmop. 

2. Scrub the floor using a deck type scrub brush or scrubbing machine with med. plastic scrub brush or a red scrubbing pad, and XtremeCourt Sports All-Purpose Cleaner properly diluted (4 oz. / Gal. water). Large floors can be scrubbed with an auto-scrubber using a soft plastic scrub brush or red pad and XtremeCourt Sports All-Purpose Cleaner properly diluted (4 oz. / gal Water). 

Note: This Maintenance system should be done on a daily basis for heavily used floors. It is important to keep the floor clear of dirt and grit. 

Periodic Maintenance: 
1. The floors should be swept and or vacuumed removing all the surface dirt. This can be done using an industrial tank vacuum with a good brush tool, or a good multi fibered push broom. 

2. If necessary remove any gum or sticky substances with a soft plastic scraper such as the T-Bone scraper. 
3. Scrub any black scuff marks with the XtremeCourt Sports Scuff Remover and a red scrubber pad. For deep black marks use the OILFLO Black Mark Remover and a red scrubber pad. 

4. Scrub the floor using a deck type scrub brush or scrubbing machine with med. Plastic scrub brush or a red scrubbing pad, and XtremeCourt Sports Renovator Cleaner properly diluted (4 oz. / Gal. water). Large floors can be scrubbed with an auto scrubber using a soft plastic scrub brush or red pad and XtremeCourt Sports Renovator Cleaner properly diluted (4 oz. / Gal Water). 

Note: This XtremeCourt Sports Renovator Cleaner has been designed for a deep clean and will remove the XtremeCourt Sports Simplicity coating. It will be necessary to reapply the XtremeCourtSports Simplicity coating. 

5. Rinse with clear water and allow floor to dry before allowing play on the floor. 

Periodic Recoat: 
1. The floors should be swept and or vacuumed removing all the surface dirt. This can be done using an industrial tank vacuum with a good brush tool, or a good multi fibered push broom. 

2. If necessary remove any gum or sticky substances with a soft plastic scraper such as the T-Bone scraper. 
3. Scrub the floor using a deck type scrub brush or scrubbing machine with a med. plastic scrub brush or a red scrubbing pad, and XtremeCourt Sports Renovator Cleaner properly diluted (4 oz. / Gal Water). This can be done using an auto scrubber on large floors. 

4. Rinse mop the floor using clear water. 

This can be done using a mop and bucket or auto scrubber for larger floors. 

5. Allow the floor to dry at least 1 hour before proceeding. 

6. Apply 4 to 6 coats of XtremeCourt Sports Simplicity (Do Not Dilute) to the floor. Apply thin coats with a wet mop or coating applicator not allowing the Simplicity to puddle on the floor. Allow the product to dry between coats. Dry time between coats will be approximately 60 minutes. Do not allow play on the floor for 12 hours allowing the product to cure properly. 

Daily Maintenance: 
1. The floors should be swept and or vacuumed removing all the surface dirt. This can be done using an industrial tank vacuum with a good brush tool, or a good multi fibered push broom. 

2. If necessary remove any gum or sticky substances with a soft plastic scraper such as the T-Bone scraper. 
3. Scrub any black scuff marks with the XtremeCourt Sports Scuff Remover and a red scrubber pad. For deep black marks use the OILFLO Black Mark Remover and a red scrubber pad. It may be necessary to reapply the XtremeCourt Sports Simplicity coating to these areas. See application methods above. 
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
